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Discussion and Decision
1.  Introduction
For the LTE measurement in UTRA connected mode, event trigger 3x is used but current specification (TS25.331) may not align to the value range of target EUTRA measurement object (RSRP/RSRQ).
2. Discussion
To trigger reporting E-UTRA evnt-triggerd measurement, event 3x are used with indicating Inter-RAT measurement reporting criteria in MEASUREMENT CONTROL. For Inter-RAT measurement reporting criteria, The IE “Threshold other system” is defined with the value range (-115..0). On the otherhand RSRP-range(e.g. the IE “QrxlevminE-UTRA” in TS25.331) is defined with the varue range(-140..-40[dBm]). UTRA may desire to configure “Threshold other system”  nearby the value of Qrxlevmin. It should be aligned to EUTRA range.
There seems to be several alternatives to align to EUTRA
Alt 1) Change the value range of the IE Threshold other system in TS25.331.

Alt 2) Restrict range for EUTRA to be -97 -> 0 (i.e. as per 36.331 IE RSRP-Range) and use same mapping defined in 36.133 (but reversing sign - e.g. so that -97 = 97) 

Alt 3) Add non-critical extension in asn1, similar to IE DeltaQrxlevmin (If present, the actual value of Qrxlevmin = Qrxlevmin + DeltaQrxlevmin ) 

3. Discussion
Proposal: RAN2 is asked to confirm the problem and choose which solution is better.
Among each alternative, there seems not to be so big difference for the impact on UE/NW. If RAN2 choice Alt1, we would like to submit the attached CR toward next RAN2 meeting.   
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	Change the value range of the IE “Threshold other system” only when E-UTRA measurement.

Impact analysis
Impacted functionality:

Measurement for E-UTRA function in connected mode. The change only impacts the corrected functionality.

Inter-operability:

1. If the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not, the UE perform the event-triggered E-UTRA measurement over the value indicated by the NW.

Event 3a: The estimated quality of the currently used UTRAN frequency is below a certain threshold and the estimated quality of the other system is above a certain threshold.

Event 3b: The estimated quality of other system is below a certain threshold.

Event 3c: The estimated quality of other system is above a certain threshold.

Event 3d: Change of best cell in other system.
