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1. Overall Description

RAN2 has discussed an issue that arises when a new additional emission requirement (i.e. “network signalled value (NS)” in TS36.101) is introduced in the future for an existing frequency band.
RAN2 understands that the UE shall not transmit in a cell that signals an emission requirement not supported by the UE. However the current release-8 RRC specification does not specify any UE behaviour when the UE encounters this situation. This means that there no protection against the scenario where a release-8 UE finds a cell on the supported frequency band and the cell signals an unsupported emission requirement.
RAN2 concluded that the most appropriate solution is to introduce a new frequency band if a new emission requirement needs to be defined in the future for a frequency band that overlaps with an existing frequency band. This way, legacy UEs do not consider the frequency as candidate for cell selection / reselection since the UEs see the indication of unsupported frequency band in the system information.
2. Actions
