· eutra-TargetFreqInfoList in ASN.1 is mandatory present if InterRATInfo-v860ext is set to ‘eutra’
This inconsistency is introduced by an inconsistency between Issue 0606 and Issue 0123 in the CR reflecting R8 UTRA ASN.1 review in CR3577R2 in RP-090151.
Basically, we have 2 options to correct this issue:

Option1: To correct tabular in 10.3.7.25 so that E-UTRA target info IE is mandatory present if inter-RAT info IE is set to ‘E-UTRA’. This option implies that network is mandated to provide at least one E-UTRA frequency if redirecting the UE to E-UTRA

Option2: To use R8 ASN.1 extension to allow network to redirect the UE to E-UTRA without providing E-UTRA frequency info

It is proposed to clarify which option to be adopted. Our preference is to adopt option1 considering the impact to Rel8 UMTS signalling.
