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1 Introduction
In RAN2#66, it was decided that the UE search capability without compressed mode is mandatory in case the secondary UL carrier is activated. 
This contribution looks into the other different cases in which UE search capability may be needed. 
2 Discussion
UE search capability was introduced during Release 8 as an optional feature. UEs with such capability do not need compress mode to perform measurements in an adjacent frequency. 

DC-HSUPA is being standardized in Rel-9. DC-HSUPA supports, for instance, independent active sets, mobility events per carrier, and the activation and de-activation of the secondary carrier. 

If a UE is moving, it is important that the active sets are updated accordingly so the inter-cell interference is minimized. The active sets are updated using the mobility events reported by the UE. A problem may arise if UEs do not perform measurements in the secondary carrier and do not report the secondary carrier events. Then, the active sets may not be up to date. As a consequence, if the secondary UL carrier is activated, the UE may create high interference levels in neighboring cells. It is, therefore, important that the UE performs measurements in the secondary carrier and reports events if the UE is DC-HSUPA configured. Besides, avoiding compressed mode will significantly improve the UE performance since the UE does not need to reconfigure to perform measurements in the adjacent frequency.
Proposal 1: UE shall perform measurements in the adjacent frequency without compressed mode if the UE is configured with DC-HSUPA, regardless of the secondary DL/UL activation status.
3 Proposal
