1. Overall Description:

CT1 asked the question below:

· During RRC connection establishment procedure, how does the eNB find out it needs to select a PLMN supporting IMS emergency call and ignore the PLMN indicated by the UE?
An IMS emergency call by a UE in limited service state (Emergency Attach) is detected by the eNB by use of a random number for InitialUE-Identity and emergency cause value in the RRC connection request.  Attached for your information is an agreed Stage-2 CR.

It is RAN2’s assumption that since the UE has to be in normal service mode for the CSFB emergency call and will use extended Service request, the InitialUE-Identity will be S-TMSI and can be differentiated from IMS emergency calls.
