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1 Introduction
In [1] Nokia and NSN proposed to:
Proposal 2: In case of Dual Cell HSDPA with MIMO only implicit HARQ memory partitioning signalling is supported.

This second proposal was kept open for further discussions.

2 Discussion
After further evaluation, we support this proposal from Nokia and NSN.
However, we have the following comments:

1- Instead of the proposal to include a Note in 10.3.5.7a which would not be normative, we prefer a normative text. This can be accomplished by specifying in 8.6.5.6b or in 8.5.57, something similar to:
"If the IE "Memory Partitioning" is set to 'Explicit' in the IE "HARQ Info" and the SECONDARY_CELL_MIMO_STATUS variable is set to TRUE, the UE behaviour is not specified."
2- Since the configuration of HARQ for the secondary serving cell was introduced as part of the DC-HSDPA+MIMO feature, it had the consequence of introducing this flexibility to all dual cell operation (R8 DC-HSDPA, DB-DC-HSDPA, and DC-HSUPA). If we just restrict the implicit configuration to DC-HSDPA+MIMO, we would have introduced explicit memory configuration for all the other configurations. This doesn't make too much sense, and we prefer to restrict the HARQ configuration to be implicit for all dual cell operations.
3 Conclusion
It is proposed to agree to the following:
Proposal: In case of any dual cell operation, it is only possible to use implicit HARQ memory partitioning signalling.
