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1. Overall Description:

RAN WG 4 has received LS R4-092431 (R2-093592) [1] from RAN WG2 on handling of non-allowed CSG cells. In previous LS response R4-092601 (R2-094136) [2], RAN WG4 stated that it would be desirable to introduce different IFRI handling techniques in Rel 8 E-UTRA and evaluation of alternative solutions was on-going in RAN4. After further consideration, no consensus could be reached on the best approach and this appears to be a trade-off without an optimal solution considering the timescale, ASN.1 freeze and other needs to finalise release 8 specifications. Consequently, the RAN4 recommendation is that no changes should be made to this aspect of release 8 E-UTRA specification considering the development timeline and other constraints of Rel 8 E-UTRA. RAN4 notes that this overrides the preliminary information given in [1], where a desire of changing UE behaviour in E-UTRA Rel 8 IFRI handling was indicated without considering other constraints. For Rel 9 E-UTRA, RAN4 plans to continue to evaluate alternative solutions that take into account the DL outage caused by non-allowed CSG cells and to provide a response to [1] for release 9 E-UTRA.
For UTRA, it was concluded that no change to the currently defined behaviour is seen necessary in release 8 and release 9. RAN4 concluded that the Ec/Io based triggering is able to detect most of the cases where strong interference from non-allowed CSG is present if the threshold is set properly.
2. Actions:

RAN4 requests RAN2 to leave the barring behaviour for release 8 E-UTRA UEs unchanged from that which has been specified in 36.304. 

RAN4 requests RAN2 to leave the barring behaviour for release 8 and release 9 UTRA UEs unchanged from that which has been specified in 25.304.
