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1. Report
Email discussion [67#28] was intended to attempt to establish whether support for UE-based OTDOA and E-CID positioning methods would be retained in TS 36.305.  The agreement at RAN2#67 was that these methods would be removed if there was not a clear consensus to keep them.
During the discussion, two companies (Qualcomm, Andrew Corp.) expressed a position in favour of retaining these methods, while four (CATT, Ericsson, Nokia, NSN) preferred to remove them.  The discussion was not extensive and many of the questions that were raised were not fully explored; as the email discussion was scoped specifically to Rel-9, we assume that these issues can be further discussed in the Rel-10 time frame.
2. Conclusion
As the discussion did not reach a consensus in either direction, the agreement of the previous RAN2 meeting means that the UE-based OTDOA and E-CID methods will be removed from TS 36.305.  A CR to implement this change is provided in [1].
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
