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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 has discussed LPP needs for segmentation and reassembly as the amount of information, e.g. assistance data transmitted could be very high. Two options have been identified:

1) structured continuation of LPP message in multiple segments;

2) segmentation and reassembly of LPP PDU-s by lower layers.

RAN2 has identified that option (2) is anyway supported by user plane positioning architecture and it would also significantly simplify the LPP protocol design and node behaviour. Further, NAS layer is aware of other simultaneous NAS transactions that can be stalled by transfer of large amount of positioning data and hence perform segmentation of LPP PDU-s accordingly.
2. Actions:

RAN2 kindly asks CT1 to consider if NAS layer could support segmentation and reassembly of LPP PDU-s.
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
