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Introduction
Service priorization between MBMS service and non-MBMS service was specified in UMTS MBMS as an optional feature in UE. During email discussion before this meeting, we did not discuss the service priorization due to lack of companies’ views. In this document, we try to conclude the issue.
Discussion
In UMTS, UE receiving a unicast service can stop receiving the unicast service e.g. voice call to receive a MBMS service. It is because UE internally decides that the MBMS service has a higher priority than the unicast service.
Service priorization between MBMS service and non-MBMS service in TS 25.346 is captured in the box below:
	The UE may assign internally different priorities for different MBMS services to prioritise MBMS and non MBMS service reception. In case that UE has no capability to receive simultaneously, the dedicated non MBMS service aand the MBMS service and the MBMS service has priority over the non MBMS service the UE may:

·  initialise signalling with CN on NAS layer to stop reception of dedicated non MBMS service 


The following options of concluding this issue could be taken into account:
· Option 1: An unicast service i.e. non-MBMS service has a higher piority than a MBMS service at all times.
· Option 2: UE internally assigns different priorities for different services to choose one of unicast service and MBMS service. (like UMTS MBMS)

· Option 3: UE behavior is left for UE implementation (different UE behavoirs depending on different UE vendors).
We don’t have any perference. We propose to choose one of the options above. Whichever option is chosen, we prefer simple specification.
Conclusion

In conclusion, we propose to choose one of the options below:
· Option 1: An unicast service i.e. non-MBMS service has a higher piority than a MBMS service at all times.

· Option 2: UE internally assigns different priorities for different services to choose one of unicast service and MBMS service. (like UMTS MBMS)

· Option 3: UE behavior is left for UE implementation (different UE behavoirs depending on different UE vendors).
