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1. Overall Description:

During the RAN2#67bis, RAN WG2 reviewed the contribution R2-096045 which proposed to extend the signalling support for adjacent frequency measurement without compressed mode that existed in Rel-8 to DB-HSDPA.

Namely, it is proposed that a UE that is capable of 

· DC-HSDPA (Rel-8, adjacent cells)

· Measurements on the adjacent cell without compressed mode  (signalled via the IE " Adjacent Frequency measurements without compressed mode")

· Dual Band DC-HSDPA 

is also capable of measurements on a cell in another band, when that band and the current band form one of the band combinations reported in the IE “Radio Access Capability Band Combination List".

Please note that it is come to the attention of RAN2 that an additional restriction needs to be added (if it is proven to be missing) for both the existing Rel-8 DC-HSDPA search capability and for this DB-DC-HSDPA search capability, when the UE is already configured with DC-HSDPA or DB-DC-HSDPA, that the search without compressed mode is only possible on the frequency of the Secondary Serving HS-DSCH cell.

RAN WG2 kindly asks RAN WG4 whether the following two capabilities can be signalled with the existing flag:

· Measurements on an adjacent cell without compressed mode  (signalled via the IE " Adjacent Frequency measurements without compressed mode")

· Measurements on a cell belonging to another band, when that band and the current band form one of the band combinations reported in the IE “Radio Access Capability Band Combination List.
