1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to thank RAN2 for their LS in R2-095346 on Clarification on the definition of "allowed CSG list", and to provide the following answer to the question in the LS on the CSG list naming issue.
The names Operator CSG list and Allowed CSG list for the two lists were chosen specifically in SA1 for Rel- 9 to reflect the relationship to the Allowed CSG list in Rel-8. Changing the conflicting name of one of the constituent lists (Option 2) would have a considerable impact not only in CT1 but in other working groups as well. Therefore CT1 recommends RAN2 adopt the solution proposed in Option 1, namely, to change the name of the single "Allowed CSG List" in RAN2 for Rel-8 to a different name (e.g. "NAS provided CSG List" or similar) in Rel-9 UMTS and LTE.
