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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank RAN4 for their response LS on H(e)NB inbound mobility . 
In the response LS, RAN4 has noted that: 

If RAN2 informs RAN4 of its decision on the H(e)NB inbound mobility behaviours, RAN4 plans to define minimum performance requirements on the reliability of reading system information. RAN4 needs more studies on whether it is feasible to define performance requirements on the impact of system information reading to on-going communications with the serving cell.

RAN2 would like to inform RAN4 that RAN2 decided that the UE shall acquire the system information needed for inbound mobility through autonomous gaps procedure. The solution applies for SI acquisition towards an LTE HeNB cell for intra frequency, inter-frequency and inter-RAT, and towards a UMTS HNB cell for inter-frequency and inter-RAT mobility. For intra-frequency inbound mobility to UMTS HNB cells, the UE shall acquire system information completely autonomously, without interrupting CELL_DCH traffic with source cells.
It is RAN2 understanding that the definition of minimum UE performance requirements is essential, in order for an operator to provide a reliable handover procedure and ensure a good quality of service to the final user.
For this reason, RAN2 believe that in addition to requirements on the reliability of reading system information, also the impact of SI reading on ongoing communications with the serving cell should be minimised with the definition of suitable UE performance requirements, taking into account the characteristics of different types of services.

2. Actions:

To TSG RAN WG4
RAN2 kindly ask RAN4 to take into account the RAN2 decision to use autonomous gaps procedure for H(e)NB inbound mobility.

Moreover, RAN2 ask RAN4 to also consider the definition of UE performance requirement to minimise the impact of system information reading related to the H(e)NB inbound handover on ongoing communications for different types of service.  
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
