The common fields in all LPP message shall contain “Transaction End Flag” [TEF]. Now the question is who sets the TEF?

Choice of ‘Server’ to indicate TEF for Assistance data transfer procedure is obvious. We put ‘either’ in location information transfer procedure so that even server could inform the target that I no more need further measurements/ location estimate. But as this would require an ‘empty message’ to be sent in from the server to the target, we may only consider this for future enhancements.

So, as the only enhancement the text proposal fills in for Assistance data transfer procedure.
Proposal: The Transaction End Flag is set by the server for Assistance Data Transfer procedure.

3. Conclusion:
This paper encourages RAN2 to finalize the Transaction End Flag setting responsibility.

Procedures related to Assistance Data Transfer
The purpose of the procedures in this section is to enable the target to request assistance data from the server to assist in positioning, and to enable the server to transfer assistance data to the target in the absence of a request.

These procedures instantiate the Assistance Data Transfer transaction from TS 36.305.

Assistance Data Transfer procedure
The Assistance Data Transfer procedure is shown in Figure 4.4-1.
