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1 Introduction/Discussion
At RAN2 #67bis, it was confirmed that contention resolution MAC CE and CCCH SDU can be sent in different MAC PDU. A CR [1] was in principle agreed based on this understanding to make it sure that CCCH SDU is allowed to be transmitted with C-RNTI. Consequently, there are two cases that UE vendors need to consider.
· Case 1: Contention Resolution MAC CE is sent first. CCCH SDU is sent next.
· Case 2: CCCH SDU is sent first. Contention Resolution MAC CE is sent next. 
The reason for allowing the flexibility is to deal with the scenario where both CCCH SDU and contention resolution MAC CE can not be sent together due to limited bandwidth which would cause contention resolution failure. If contention resolution MAC CE is sent before CR timer expires, UE does not need to start all over again from preamble transmission. We believe it is the motivation of separating CR MAC CE and CCCH SDU, thus UE vendor should consider case 1.
However, we don’t see any valid use case for the case 2 while many open issues may occur if case 2 is allowed. It is proposed to discuss whether case 2 need to be considered.
If a consensus is made, it is proposed to capture it in the minute that CCCH SDU is not allowed to be sent before contention resolution MAC CE is sent.
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
