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1 Introduction

In order to implement a UE that conforms to a particular release, but supports a band of operation that is specified in a later release, these extra requirements are specified in [1]. 
For example, Band III is contained in the Release 5 specifications. In order to implement a UE conforming to Release '4 but supporting Band III, it is necessary for the UE to additionally conform to some parts of the Release 5 specifications, such as the radio frequency requirements for the Band III and some signalling extensions relating to the UE radio access capabilities.

However this specification [1] covers only the requirements of UMTS bands, there are no requirements for LTE bands captured in the specification, which we will propose the way forward in this document.
2 Discussion
From Release 9, a new E-UTRA Band XVIII and XIX are introduced and captured in [2]. If implementing a LTE capable UE that conforms to Rel-8, but supports a later release specified band such as Band XVIII and/or XIX, it is required to support the extra requirements for that band.
To capture the extra requirements for supporting later released bands in the standards, there are two possible ways.
Alt. 1): To capture in a single specification [1] for both extra requirements for UMTS and LTE bands.

Alt. 2): To create a separate specification for capturing an extra requirement for LTE bands.
For Alt.1), it will be very messy for capturing both requirements of LTE and UMTS bands in one single specification, and be hard to read. For Alt.2), like other specifications such as RRC protocol specification (TS25.331 and TS36.331), a separate specification is easy to read and a maintenance of specification can be controlled independently. (i.e. the requirements for UMTS bands maintained in TS25.307, for LTE bands in TS36.xxx.) 
Therefore, Alt. 2) is the best way for capturing the requirements.
