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RAN2 has decided to use DCI format 1C for notification of MCCH change. The details are as follows:

1. The DCI 1C’s CRC is masked by the M-RNTI

2. the payload for the DCI 1C is 8 bits, additional bits (if present depending on bandwidth) are not used by RAN2 and assumed to be reserved
3. the physical layer does not interpret the payload, it is indicated to upper layers

4. No PDSCH transmission is associated with that DCI

5. RRC uses the payload to find in which MBSFN Area(s) the MCCH is changing

6. The notification takes place in MBSFN subframes, in specific occasions that are configured by the upper layer
Action:

RAN2 kindly asks RAN1 to capture the points 1-4 above in their specifications.
