Capability exchange

Editor's Note: It is currently assumed that a UE request for capability from E-SMLC or delivery of the E-SMLC capability to the UE is not supported.

Capabilities in an LPP context refer to the ability of a target or server to support different position methods defined for LPP, different aspects of a particular position method (e.g. different types of assistance data for A-GNSS) and common features not specific to only one position method (e.g. ability to handle multiple LPP transactions) . These capabilities are defined within the LPP protocol and transferred between the target and the server using LPP transport.


The exchange of capabilities between a target and a server may be initiated by a request or sent as “unsolicited” information.  If a request is used, the server sends an LPP message to the target device with a request for capability information.  The target sends an LPP message containing a capability response.

Optionally, the server may send a request for the LPP related capabilities of the target.

Either in response to step 1 or unilaterally, the target transfers its LPP-related capabilities to the server. The capabilities may refer to particular position methods or may be common to multiple position methods.
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
