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1. Overall Description
RAN3 would like to notify RAN2 and SA2 that the framework agreed by RAN3 to address inbound mobility to CSG and Hybrid cells naturally supports the following combinations of intra-RAT and inter-RAT handovers:

- from UMTS RAN to UMTS CSG and Hybrid Cells;

- from UMTS RAN to LTE CSG and Hybrid Cells;

- from LTE RAN to UMTS CSG and Hybrid Cells;

- from LTE RAN to LTE CSG and Hybrid Cells.

The method agreed in RAN3 for Rel-9 UE inbound mobility has the following relevant features:
For CSG target cells,
 - the Source RAN, provides CSG id to the Source CN;

 - the Source CN verifies the presence of the CSG id in the UE’s CSG subscription;

 - the Source CN provides CSG id to the Target CN;

 - the Target CN provides CSG id to the target CSG RAN.
For Hybrid target cells,
 - the Source RAN, provides CSG id and the Cell Access Mode – set to “hybrid” - to the Source CN;

 - the Source CN checks for the presence of the CSG id in the UE’s CSG subscription to determine the UE’s CSG Membership Status;
 - the Source CN provides CSG id and CSG Membership Status to the Target CN;

 - the Target CN provides CSG id and CSG Membership Status to the target hybrid RAN.
2. Actions 
To SA2 : 
RAN3 kindly asks SA2 to take note of the above and introduce support for sending the CSG id and CSG Membership status, as appropriate, from the Source CN to the Target CN.

To RAN2 :
RAN3 kindly asks RAN2 to indicate in its reply which intra-RAT / inter-RAT handover scenarios are supported by RAN2 in Rel-9.
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
