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1 Introduction
The UE may have an IMS emergency call in an acceptable cell due to that the UE does not have a valid USIM or no suitable cell supports IMS emergency calls. In this document, we would like to discuss issues regarding RRC connection re-establishment for an IMS emergency call in an acceptable cell.
2 Discussion
When the UE in RRC connected mode has e.g. radio link failure, the UE selects a suitable E-UTRA cell [1] RRC connection re-establishment. However the UE may have an IMS emergency call in an acceptable cell due to that the UE does not have a valid USIM or no suitable cell supports IMS emergency calls. In this case, the UE cannot find a suitable E-UTRA cell for RRC connection re-establishment and can only wait for timer T311 expires. To solve this issue, we propose possible alternatives as below.
Alt. 1 Allow the UE to perform RRC connection re-establishment when the UE has an RRC connection for an IMS emergency call in an acceptable cell. 
Alt. 2 Allow the UE to enter idle mode immediately when the UE has an RRC connection for an IMS emergency call in an acceptable cell. 
Alt. 1 has a benefit of IMS emergency call re-establishment in an acceptable cell. Alt. 2 does not have the benefit of alt. 1 but it still has a benefit that the UE can initate another IMS emergency call immediately without waiting for timer T311 expires.
3 Conclusions
We provide two alternatives and corresponding CRs [2][3] based on alt. 1 and alt. 2 respectively for RAN2 to take into consideration.
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
