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1. Introduction
RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for their LS in document S2-097527.  RAN2 have discussed the LS and wish to inform SA2 and CT4 of their progress, as well as to inquire of SA3 regarding a potential concern with lawful intercept cases.
2. Discussion

Consistent with the guidance from SA2, RAN2 have agreed to support notification within LPP of change of serving cell.  The changes are shown in the attachment; notifications are transported end-to-end from the UE to the E-SMLC via LPP, transparently to the intermediate nodes and interfaces.
Since notification of serving cell change involves the UE, the UE (and thus conceivably the end user) is aware that the notification procedure has been activated.  RAN2 are unsure if this awareness will be acceptable in case the notification is used in connection with lawful intercept, and would like to request guidance from SA3 in this matter.

In case a method without UE involvement is needed, RAN2 assume that the most likely source for the notification would be the MME.  RAN2 understand that SA2 wish to avoid MME impact for this functionality, and therefore wish to alert SA2 to the possibility that this use case needs to be considered.
3. Actions

To CT4:
RAN2 kindly request CT4 to take this information into account in their work.

To SA3:
RAN2 kindly request SA3 to indicate if involving the UE in notification of serving-cell change is acceptable for lawful intercept.

To SA2:

RAN2 kindly request SA2 to indicate if there is a problem with specifying a notification procedure from MME to E-SMLC in case it is required for lawful intercept.
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
