Inter-frequency measurements for CSG/Hybrid cells
For each cell reported in the IE "Cell measured results" of an inter-frequency Measurement Report, which is also included in the IE "Inter-frequency SI Acquisition" of the variable CELL_INFO_CSG_LIST:

1> if the UE managed to acquire the system information of the concerned cell: 

2> include the following IEs in the IE "Cell measured results":
3> "Cell Identity" IE;
3> "CSG Identity" IE if indicated as "required" in IE "CSG identity report" present in the IE "Inter-frequency SI Acquisition";
3> "CSG Member indication" IE and set it to "member" if CSG identity of the concerned cell is present in UE’s CSG whitelist.
If the UE needs measurement gaps to read the system information on the non-used frequency, the system information of the reported cell can be acquired by the UE via autonomous measurement gaps when the IE "Inter-frequency SI Acquisition" is received by the UE. The UE may attempt to read the system information for a maximum duration of “x” seconds [value of “x” is FFS].
