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1. Overall Description

SA3 thanks RAN2 for the LS on preventing handovers for USIM-less UEs from UTRAN to E-UTRAN. 
SA3 reviewed the solution described by RAN2 based on an analysis of the CK/IK and came to the conclusion that it works for identifying if the UE was authenticated via GSM AKA or UMTS AKA. There is a very small risk that the RNC may incorrectly identify the UE as being authenticated via GSM AKA even it is in fact authenticated via UMTS AKA. This risk was however seen as acceptable by SA3. Note that even if it occurs, this will not raise any security issues.
The second question was interpreted by SA3 to mean that if the UE is authenticated via GSM AKA, is there a risk that the proposed solution would indicate that the UE is in fact authenticated via UMTS AKA. SA3 can confirm that this cannot happen. 
SA3 agreed the attached CR to TS 33.401 to document the key analysis.

SA3 notes that the solution is a supplement to the MME rejecting handovers for UEs authenticated via GSM AKA specified for Rel-8. The solution cannot be applied when emergency calls are ongoing. The MME based control function must be kept in E-UTRAN from Rel-8 onwards to provide protection for E-UTRAN against a breach of security in UTRAN.
Actions 
To RAN2:
SA3 would like RAN2 to take the above information into account.
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
