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1 Summary
General

A two day workshop on the 3GPP LTE Advanced Evaluation for IMT Advanced was arranged in Beijing, China, on December 17-18 2009. The workshop was hosted by CMCC and CATR on the behalf on 3GPP TSG RAN.

The objective of the workshop was to discuss in detail the 3GPP LTE Rel-10 & Beyond submission to ITU, the self-evaluation, the latest progress done in 3GPP, and to provide opportunity for information exchange between the Evaluation Groups as well as to offer opportunity for extended interaction between Independent Evaluation Group (IEG) representatives and 3GPP experts. 
The workshop was attended by representatives from 11 of the 14 Independent Evaluation Groups and by Chairmen/Rapporteurs from 3GPP TSG RAN and RAN WGs 1 through 4. In total around 85 people participated in the workshop.

3GPP status

The first day, the 3GPP LTE/LTE-Advanced technology, covering Rel-8 through Rel-10, was presented by 3GPP RAN WG Chairmen/Rapporteurs. Technology description as well as 3GPP self evaluation assumptions and results were provided in [2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 22]. RAN WG2 related aspect were mainly presented in [4], “Layer 2 and RRC aspects”.
The 3GPP presentations and the opportunity to consult 3GPP experts on technical aspects of LTE Advanced were well received. The comprehensive format was especially appreciated. 

IEG status

The second day of the workshop, IEGs presented the status of their evaluations/evaluation plans [9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 16, 17, 18, 19, 20, 21] and were given opportunity to discuss evaluation plans and assumptions with each other. Many, but not all IEGs will evaluate LTE Advanced. Most IEGs are currently in inspection and analysis phases or doing simulator calibration. While a few groups indicated the availability or near availability of some preliminary simulation results, most simulation results are anticipated by June. The presented preliminary results were meeting the IMT-A requirements.
Other

In conjunction with the workshop, a visit was also arranged to CATR Lab trial where equipment for LTE FS Type 2 was demonstrated.
Conclusion

The workshop was successful in achieving its objective and demonstrated good organisation and strong commitment by the 3GPP and the hosts. A second workshop will be held before WP5D#8 in June 2010.
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
