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	As discussed in R1-100147 in RAN1#59bis, in case the secondary serving HS-DSCH cell is deactivated by HS-SCCH order in DC-MIMO operation, UE shall dynamiclly adjust the CQI feedback cyle, thus to avoid the degrade of downlink throughput.

There are several possible solutions in RAN1, the most promising one is as follow, which could simplify the modifications and retain the control of network:
· If the signalled CQI feedback cycle is 2 ms:

· Apply 2 ms cycle when secondary serving HS-DSCH cell is deactivated.

· Apply 4 ms cycle when secondary serving HS-DSCH cell is activated.

· If the signalled CQI feedback cycle is >2 ms:
· Apply the signalled CQI feedback cycle.
Accordingly, some clarifications are required in spec 25.331.
