Cell Reselection with Hybrid Cells

In addition to normal cell reselection rules, UE shall use an autonomous search function to detect hybrid cells whose CSG IDs are in the UE's CSG whitelist. The UE shall treat detected hybrid cells as CSG cells if the CSG ID of the hybrid cell is in the UE’s CSG whitelist and as normal cells otherwise.
5.2.6.6
Cell Reselection following CS Fallback

In addition to normal cell reselection rules, following a CS Fallback, a UE may reselect to E-UTRAN if the IE "E-UTRA Reselection Indicator”  (See TS 36.331 [20]) was received during the CS fallback procedure and the following conditions are satisfied:

less than 120s have elapsed since the completion of the CS Fallback call; and 

- 
System information of the serving cell necessary for cell reselection to E-UTRA has not been received; and

- 
the target E-UTRA cell is suitable.
