	The enhanced CS fallback to 1xRTT procedure has been agreed in RAN2#67. Enhanced CS fallback to 1xRTT procedure may be used when the UE indicates its support of this capability to the network. And the network can invokes optimized or non-optimized PS handover procedure concurrently with the enhanced CS fallback to 1xRTT procedure. For concurrent non-optimized PS handover along with enhanced CS fallback to 1xRTT procedure, RAN2 decided to add redirectedCarrierInfoHRPD in MobilityFromEUTRACommand message. In this case, the UE behaviour is specified as follows in 36.331:

The redirectedCarrierInfoHRPD indicates a CDMA2000 carrier frequency and is used to redirect the UE to a HRPD carrier frequency, by means of the cell selection upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED as specified in TS 36.304 [4].
However, in TS 36.304,only redirection in RRCConnectionRelease is specified:

On transition from RRC_CONNECTED to RRC_IDLE, UE shall select a suitable cell to camp on according to redirectedCarrierInfo, if included in the RRCConnectionRelease message. Otherwise UE shall select a suitable cell on an EUTRA carrier. If no suitable cell is found, the UE shall perform a cell selection starting with Stored Information Cell Selection procedure in order to find a suitable cell to camp on.

Therefore, the UE behaviour of redirecting UE to HRPD carrier frequency when receiving IE redirectedCarrierInfoHRPD in MobilityFromEUTRACommand message should be specified in TS 36.304.

Cell Selection when leaving RRC_CONNECTED state
On transition from RRC_CONNECTED to RRC_IDLE, UE shall select a suitable cell to camp on according to redirectedCarrierInfo or redirectedCarrierInfoHRPD , if included in the RRCConnectionRelease or MobilityFromEUTRACommand message respectively. Otherwise UE shall select a suitable cell on an EUTRA carrier. If no suitable cell is found, the UE shall perform a cell selection starting with Stored Information Cell Selection procedure in order to find a suitable cell to camp on.
When returning to RRC_IDLE after UE moved to RRC_CONNECTED state from camped on any cell state, UE shall select an acceptable cell to camp on according to redirectedCarrierInfo or redirectedCarrierInfoHRPD, if included in the RRCConnectionRelease or MobilityFromEUTRACommand message respectively. Otherwise UE shall select an acceptable cell on an EUTRA carrier.  If no acceptable cell is found, the UE shall continue to search for an acceptable cell of any PLMN in state any cell selection.
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
