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Discussion and decision
1. Introduction
In the last RAN2 meeting, proximity configuration/indication handling at handover was discussed. Proximity configuration was agreed to be delievered to the target eNB in AS-config. But proximity status delivery method is still under debate. Mainly two options were proposed: 1) Transporting it in network, or 2) Proximity indication retransmission by the UE after handover [1]. This contribution discusses detailed stage-3 issues to support method 2), UE based proximity status retransmission.
2. Discussion
The UE may connect to a new serving cell when either handover or re-establishment (to a non-serving cell) happens. Retransmission of proximity indication needs to be specified for the two cases.

2.1 Handover

Proximity status retransmission is needed when it’s enabled in the source cell, and the target cell also enables the proximity report. In this situation, the RRCConnectionReconfiguration message triggerring handover can be either delta signalling that does not include proximity configuration or full configuration. UE’s behaviour (i.e., retransmission of proximity report) can be modelled in two ways:
Alt-1: Add a new sub-section “Reception of the RRCConnectionReconfiguration by the UE” under section 5.3.14 proximity indication. The new sub-section may define requirements that make the UE re-initiate proximity report and relevant procedures regardless of if it’s enabled by delta signalling or full configuration.
Alt-2: Disallow delta signalling. i.e., the UE always disables proximity report when handover happens. UE may re-initiate proximity report and relevant procedures if RRCConnectionReconfiguration message from the target cell enables it.

Alt-2 seems simpler with the same effect and requires smaller change than alt-1.
Proposal 1: Disable proximity report when handover happens.

2.1 Connection Re-establishment
Re-establighment can be modelled similarly as handover. The UE can disable proximity report and relevant procedures when re-establishment happens. The UE may re-initiate the proximity report after receiving the following RRCConnectionReconfiguration message that includes proximity configuration.
Proposal 2: Disable proximity report when re-establishment happens.
