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1 Introduction
In LTE Rel-10 for CA, a UE can be configured with the multiple UL CCs. But, with respect to RACH, following points need to be discussed and decided.

· can the UE be configured with the multiple UL CCs serving RACH?

· if configured, can the UE be allowed to use all those UL CCs for transmissions of Random Access preamble?
This paper discusses those points (please note that this paper is focusing on the multiple UL CCs within the same timing advance).
2 Discussion
2.1 
Configuration for multiple UL CCs serving RACH

It is our understanding that by definition, backward and non-backward CC serve RACH and extension CC does not. So, not configuring multiple UL CCs serving RACH implies that the UE is only allowed to have at most one UL CC corresponding to backward or non-backward CC. We think that it reduces configuration opportunities for CA. 
Proposal 1: to have multiple UL CCs serving RACH for CA configuration
2.2 
Use of multiple UL CCs serving RACH

If multiple UL CCs serving RACH can be configured, the next issue is whether the UE has to use one of those UL CCs or can use any of those UL CCs for transmissions of RA preamble.
· Use of one UL CC : One UL CC is designated so that the UE only uses that UL CC for transmissions of RA preamble. The designation could be performed by dedicated signalling.
· Pros

· It offers benefits not to bring any changes of Rel-9 RACH procedure.

· Use of multiple UL CCs: the UE selects one of those UL CCs and then uses the selected UL CC for transmissions of RA preamble. The selection could be performed by a random manner, radio quality based manner and etc (FFS).
· Pros

· It would offer the frequency diversity gains.

· It would offer the benefits to distribute RACH load.

· Cons

· Some complexity should be added to current Rel-9 RACH procedure.
