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1. Introduction
RAN2 has agreed in the RAN2#68bis meeting that the UE is allocated only 1 C-RNTI in case of CA, and only 1 UL SPS grant and 1 DL SPS grant can be configured.
	Agreement (RAN2#68bis)
1) Only 1 UL SPS grant and 1 DL SPS grant can be configured


With these agreements, we would like to clarify the baseline for SPS behaviour in Rel-10.
2. Proposals
In previous meetings, RAN2 has discussed SPS behaviour in the context of CA and reached some agreements [1]. However, we think some aspects of SPS behaviour detailed below are still unclear in the context of CA. So we would show our views on these aspects.

(1) Should SPS resources be configured only on the PCC?
There was a proposal and discussion on this point based on the contribution [2]. We think that the restriction of SPS resources only on the PCC seems too restrictive, because we cannot be sure for certain if the PCC is always the best carrier to serve the SPS service. Therefore, we think this seems to be an implementation only issue and no specification is required.
Proposal 1: The choice on　which CCs the SPS resource is configured is an implementation issue.
(2) Should cross-carrier scheduling be applied to SPS?
There were also some discussions on this topic based on the contribution [2]. We think it is technically possible to have a behaviour  where a first transmission is performed on the CC that the SPS resources has been configured and then the retransmissions are performed on other CCs where the SPS resources have not been configured. And also the RAN1 agreement in the last meeting (DCI formats in UE-specific search space whose CRC is scrambled with SPS-CRNTI include Carrier Indicator Field) allows this behaviour. We think the RAN1 agreement is enough and doesn’t have any impact on RAN2. Therefore, we think this should be an implementation issue and nothing is needed to be specified.
Proposal 2: Cross-carrier scheduling for SPS retransmissions is an implementation issue.
3. Conclusions

With above discussions, we propose the following:
Proposal 1: On which CCs the SPS resource is configured is an implementation issue.
Proposal 2: Cross-carrier scheduling for SPS retransmissions is an implementation issue.
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
