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C1-100865: Retransmission of non- delivered LPP PDUs
1. Overall Description:

CT WG1 thanks RAN WG2 for their LS on feasibility of reliable transmission of LPP message. CT WG1 would like to inform RAN WG2 of the status in CT WG1 regarding the following cases inquired in RAN WG2’s LS:

· "The MME needs to understand whether an LPP PDU is included within a NAS PDU to trigger the sending of LCSAP NON DELIVERY INDICATION to the E-SMLC."

· "New message of NON DELIVERY INDICATION in LCSAP needs to be defined."
The NAS layer can distinguish the NAS PDU carrying LPP message, as defined in 24.301. LPP PDUs are sent in a DOWNLINK GENERIC NAS TRANSPORT message containing the IE "Generic message container type" which will indicate LPP.
CT WG1 has agreed that if the DOWNLINK GENERIC NAS TRANSPORT message containing LPP PDUs (or any other content) is not delivered, the MME shall discard the message and no further action is considered.
