	numberOfPreamblesSent

This field is used to indicate the number of RACH preambles that were transmitted. Corresponds to parameter PREAMBLE_TRANSMISSION_COUNTER in TS 36.321 [6]. If PREAMBLE_TRANSMISSION_COUNTER is greater than 200 then numberOfPreamblesSent is set to 200.

	contentionDetected

This field is used to indicate that contention was detected for at least one of the transmitted preambles, see also [6]. 

	measResultLastServCell

This field refers to the last measurement results taken in the serving cell, where radio link failure happened.
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
