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Discussion/Decision

Introduction

In [1] SA2 has expressed some opinion for session start/ end. From LPP perspective it is more important to understand when the Session would end as it is wasteful for the UE to send unsolicited (Class 2) messages thereafter. It was clarified in the last meeting (# 69) that endless measurement reporting can be stopped using the abort procedure but as for unsolicited UE capability sending [Capability Indication], which the UE may also send if there is a change in UE positioning capability, it is still not clear as to when the UE can stop sending them if it has no knowledge about the session end. 

Session End

How long the UE can report ‘unsolicited’ Capability Indications in MT-LR/NI-LR?

Two possible solutions are:
A) RAN2 Introduce an LPP session end message in LPP to be used in all cases (MT-LR/NI-LR/MO_LR cases)
- UE stops reporting Capability Indications when the session is ended
B) UE is not allowed to send Capability Indications in MT-LR/NI-LR as the UE does not know when the Session is ended in these cases.
- UE is only allowed to send unrequested capability piggybacked with MO-LR SS
A new (NAS) message at this point of time seems not warranted and also network requesting the UE capability should be acceptable; therefore, we prefer the second option and it should be clarified in RAN2.
           
Proposal: UE is not allowed to send Capability Indication in MT-LR/NI-LR.
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
