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	In the first sentence of section 8.6.5.19, it is stated that “When variable HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_CELL_FACH_STATE or variable HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_OF_CCCH_ENABLED are set to TRUE and the UE is in CELL_FACH state, the UE shall …”, however, the connectors “or” and “are” cause discrepancy with 2 possible understandings:
Understanding 1: The condition is satisfied when either variable HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_CELL_FACH_STATE or variable HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_OF_CCCH_ENABLED is set to TRUE.
Understanding 2: The condition is satisfied when both variables HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_CELL_FACH_STATE and HS_DSCH_RECEPTION_OF_CCCH_ENABLED are set to TRUE.

To eliminate the discrepancy, clarification is needed to choose between understandings 1 and 2. Here we prefer understanding 2.

If understanding 2 is acceptable for the specification, the word “or” needs to be changed to “and” in the first sentence.
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	The word “or” is changed to “and” in the first sentence of section 8.6.5.19.
Impact analysis:
This CR impacts UE behaviour associated with the SRB mapping info, there is no impact for the UE and network with the clarified behavior.
