Introduction
During the e-mail discussion [69#30], there were some arguments on the necessity of logged reporting functionality for specific use cases such as RLF in connected mode. In this paper we present our view on the support of logged MDT reporting in connected mode.
2.
Discussion
At the RAN2 #69 meeting, logged MDT reporting for idle mode and immediate MDT reporting for connected mode were agreed as follows:

“Logged MDT”: measurement collection and storing in log during IDLE (FFS for CONN)

“Immediate MDT”: immediate measurement and reporting in CONN
In connected mode immediate reporting is used normally, but the cases addressed below cannot be handled by immediate reporting.

· User data is transmitted at the time of MDT report

· RLF or UL problem occurs at the time of MDT report
If these cases happen, the UE has two choices; either discard the logged MDT measurement or send the MDT report later. From the UE point of view, discarding the MDT measurement is simple and easy to implement, but from the operator point of view, delayed reporting is preferable because the logged MDT measurement is valuable information.

Proposal1: RAN2 to decide whether the delayed MDT reporting is allowed in connected mode.

If the group sees benefits from the delayed MDT reporting, it is suggested to limit the scope of the delayed reporting such that;
· Delayed MDT report is allowed only at the above two cases, i.e. User data transmission and RLF.

· MDT report is delayed only for a short while.

· Delayed MDT report is discarded when the UE leaves connected mode.

Proposal2: If delayed MDT reporting is allowed, agree on the limitation of the delayed MDT reporting.

Proposal
In conclusion, we propose,
Proposal1: RAN2 to decide whether the delayed MDT reporting is allowed in connected mode.

Proposal2: If delayed MDT reporting is allowed, agree on the limitation of the delayed MDT reporting.
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
