User awareness of MDT measurement

Discussion and Decision
1.
Introduction
It is required that operators can select UEs that will participate in the MDT measurement. Which node will select and what kind of information is used in the selection are currently under discussion. When a UE is selected by operators, it receives MDT measurement configurations, and performs MDT measurement according to the configurations.

This document discusses whether the user of the selected UE should be aware of performing MDT measurement.
2.
Discussion and Proposal
MDT is a useful tool for operators to optimize network with the aid of UE measurement. But from the (MDT selected) UE perspective, performing additional job causes performance degradation, e.g.;
· battery drain

· memory shortage

· throughput reduction

Although how much performance is degraded depends on the configuration, it is obvious that MDT selected UE would give poor performance than MDT non-selected UE. 
If the user of the selected UE is not aware of his UE’s performing MDT, then he may complain of his UE about the poor performance than others. Moreover, the user may feel uncomfortable if something is going on without his knowledge.

Thus, from the UE vendor point of view, it is very important that the user should be aware of his UE’s performing MDT. How to make the user aware of his UE’s performing MDT could be achieved by several ways, e.g. the user is informed when the UE is selected for the MDT measurement.

Proposal1) User of the UE should be aware of his UE’s performing MDT
Even if the UE is capable of MDT, the user of the UE may want to be involved in the MDT campaign. Specifically, the user may want to:
· avoid his UE to be selected for MDT

· reject the MDT measurement command from the network

· negotiate the MDT measurement configuration

· stop the on-going MDT measurement
Currently, it is not clear whether the user preference is reflected in the MDT measurement.
Proposal2) Discuss whether and how much the user is involved in the MDT campaign
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
