Implementation of Redirection with UTRA SI in UEs of 3GPP Release 8
UEs of 3GPP Release 8 may implement the redirection with UTRA SIB feature, i.e., use the utra-BCCH-Container-r9 provided by RRCConnectonRelease message as System Information Container message, as defined in [67]. Such UEs may indicate Access stratum release indicator as “REL-8” as part of UE capabilities.
