	At meeting RAN2#69, discussion document R2-101195 illustrated an issue with the enhanced serving cell change procedure, namely 
Issue 1: If a RL in a serving RLS then changes to be in non-serving RLS, there is no way to use the preconfigured information in the ASU nor the HS-SCCH order to signal to the UE what HICH/RGCH values to use for the RL.
Issue 2: If UE is setup initially on a RL which then becomes a non-serving RL and then a serving-RL again, there is no way to signal preconfiguration information for this RL. As there would have been no e1a/e1c for this RL, therefore cannot just use a target cell HS-SCCH order to initiate the change of serving cell.
These issue also apply for preconfiguration of a secondary UL frequency, where the information is not available as in issue 2, or HICH/RGCH other RL requires updating for Issue 1. 
In this case no re-addition of the secondary UL freq is required (as “Radio link addition information on secondary UL frequency “ is an optional IE). So both Issues 1 & 2 can be resolved with re-addition of the RL, and updating the relevant IEs in the target cell preconfiguration information for the secondary UL cell, namely “Uplink secondary cell info” and “E-DCH reconfiguration information on secondary UL frequency”
