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	According to section 5.3.12 of TS 36.331, the UE will release all radio resources upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED state. The MBMS PTM radio bearers will also be released upon leaving RRC_CONNECTED mode. 
For a UE with MBMS services in RRC_IDLE mode, it may enter RRC_CONNECTED mode due to some background service requirements, e.g. periodic tracking area update. The services will be interrupted several times due to the release and setup of MBMS PTM RBs. If the service last for a long period of time, e.g. 2 hours long movie, this will become a serious problem. 
The UE enters the connected mode due to the background procedures, and the MBMS PTM RBs configurations are the same in both connected and idle mode. The release of MBMS PTM RBs is not essential. 
Furthermore, the release and setup of the MBMS PTM RBs should not base on the UE’s states, e.g. should base on the service coverage, the configurations change, the UE interests in the service or not.
The MBMS PTM RBs should only release when the leaving RRC_CONNECTED actions are triggered by MobilityFromEUTRACommand message.

indicate the release of the RRC connection to upper layers together with the release cause;

if leaving RRC_CONNECTED was not triggered by reception of the MobilityFromEUTRACommand message:
2> release all radio resources for all established MBMS PTM RBs;
2>
enter RRC_IDLE by performing cell selection in accordance with the cell selection process, defined for the case of leaving RRC_CONNECTED, as specified in TS 36.304 [4];
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
