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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 is working to specify MDT (Minimisation of Drive Tests) for Rel-10, in which the UEs are to report radio measurements together with location information. 
The availability of valid and accurate location information is important in allowing operators to narrow down problem areas in their networks that need to be fixed or optimised.
RAN2 decided that a UE always needs to include available location information within MDT measurement reports on “best-effort” basis: ECGI, GNSS information (including from stand-alone GNSS receiver in the UE) or RF fingerprints information (i.e. measurement on serving/neighbor cells). I.e., the event of MDT measurement logging/reporting does not necessitate UEs to obtain positioning estimates, e.g. triggering LCS session. 
For UMTS, it was discussed that RNC can trigger LCS session in a coordinated fashion, so that positioning estimates can be available at the UE when MDT measurements are logged/reported. 
For LTE, on the other hand, eNB cannot take care of such coordination since eNB is not aware whether positioning session is active or not, except if E-CID positioning method is used. RAN2 discussed the possibility for the eNB to force UEs to position itself for MDT, but RAN2 would like to understand whether such coordination can be ensured by CN/OAM nodes instead. E.g., for a given UE, MDT measurement collection is triggered/initiated when positioning session is activated, or positioning session is also activated when triggering/initiating MDT measurement collection.
