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1. Overall Description:

During RAN2#70 meeting, RAN2 has discussed the benefits of “enabling detected set feature for Inter-frequency measurements in UMTS” at operators' request. Today reporting of the detected set is only applicable to intra-frequency measurements made by UEs in CELL_DCH state..
In typical deployments, the limitation of maximum of 32 neighbour cells within the NCL is already exceeded. Therefore the detected set feature is successfully used in many operators’ networks eliminating the limitation caused by the maximum number of cells to be configured in the NCL.

RAN2 is considering extending the detected set feature to inter-frequency measurements made by UEs in CELL_DCH state and has the following questions to RAN4.
2. Actions:

RAN2 kindly asks RAN4 to:

· Consider if extending the detected set feature to inter-frequency measurements is possible and what the impacts on the performance requirements of inter-frequency measurements in CELL_DCH state are
· Indicate to RAN2 if extending the detected set feature to inter-frequency measurements may impact any legacy behaviour.
