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1. Overall Description:

SA2 is currently studying (in TR 23.854) Stage 2 enhancements to support Multimedia Priority Service (MPS). The study is organized around key issues and proposed solutions to fulfill the MPS Stage 1 requirements specified in TS 22.153.

TS 22.153 requires that a terminating network provides priority treatment (priority access to voice or traffic channels) to any incoming MPS session establishment attempt using IMS or CSFB in order to increase the probability of successful session delivery and bearer establishment when one or more network elements experience congestion. For MPS session establishment to a UE in idle mode, the terminating network needs to page the UE in E-UTRAN.

However, in E-UTRAN, there is currently no mechanism that we are aware of to provide priority indication to the terminating UE in idle mode (called party). Note that the called party in this scenario may be a subscriber without an MPS subscription.

SA2 has discussed whether priority indication in the Paging message over E-UTRAN is needed to meet the requirement above for MPS session establishment attempt, and would like to ask the following question:
Question:

For priority radio bearer establishment purposes, does RAN2 see any benefit in the UE receiving a priority indication in the Paging message?

SA2 is not sure whether eNodeB may benefit by receiving a priority indication in RRC signalling in response to the Paging message.

SA2 would like also inform that SA2 is discussing that S1-AP message conveys priority indication to eNodeB in order for eNodeB to do appropriate priority for radio resource bearer handling in congested situation.

2. Actions:

ACTION: SA2 kindly asks RAN2 to provide feedback on above question.
To: RAN3

ACTION: SA2 kindly asks RAN3 to provide feedback if there is any concern on priority indication in S1-AP message.
