	The feature “SRB only handover to UTRAN” was recently introduced in the 3GPP specifications with an aim to facilitate CSFB to UTRA. Since, “PS handover to UTRA” already has an FGI bit 8 defined in TS 36.331, whether this FGI bit 8 encompasses “SRB only handover to UTRAN” support was questioned. After discussions at RAN2 #70bis it was decided that the feature should be optional (not encompassed by FGI bit 8). RAN2 decided that a UE capability signalling should be introduced in TS 25.331 and the correponding CR to TS 25.306 is necessary.

Impacted analysis

Impacted functionality:
