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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for the LS R2-103500/S2-103098 LS on support for Priority for terminating sessions for MPS.

RAN2 discussed the SA2 question on the need for priority indication in Paging and other radio interface messages for the LTE network to provide priority treatment (priority access to voice or traffic channels) to any incoming MPS session establishment attempt using IMS or CSFB and is happy to provide the following response.

SA2 Question:

For priority radio bearer establishment purposes, does RAN2 see any benefit in the UE receiving a priority indication in the Paging message?

RAN2 Response:
From LTE access point of view, RAN2 does not see a benefit from sending the priority indication in the RRC Paging message or other RRC messages over the radio for an incoming MPS session establishment attempt using IMS or CSFB.  RAN2 is of the opinion that network based solutions of prioritising the MPS RRC Paging messages (over other Paging messages) are sufficient in this case.
Further, RAN2 would like to ask SA2 if it is also necessary to prioritise the subsequent access over UMTS for CSFB when Release with re-direction option as per TS 23.272 clause 7.4 is used.  RAN2 has not evaluated this yet.
