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1. Introduction

In RAN2 #70 meeting, the following agreement was made as part of [1], 
“When the network configures a new LOG MDT configuration, this will always replace any already configured LOG MDT configuration and the corresponding logging will be cleared at the same time”. 
This contribution focusses on clarifying this agreement in the InterRAT context. 
2. Discussion
Consider the following scenario. A UE in UMTS is configured with a UMTS specific LOG MDT configuration. During an active measurement campaign, the UE changes RAT to LTE. The measurement campaign while the UE was in UMTS has not been completed yet. Meanwhile, the network configures the same UE for an LTE specific LOG MDT configuration. In such a situation, the agreement assumes that the UE should it clear the already logged UMTS specific MDT logs “at the same time”.

In a UE implementation, the measurements made by a specific RAT may highly be tied to that RAT’s Access Stratum. Instead of altering the configuration and logs of a RAT while the UE is being served by another RAT, we propose that in the event of a RAT change, the UE first clears the current measurements before the RAT change. 
Proposal 1: Always clear MDT related measurements when UE changes RAT
An alternative to proposal 1 could be proposal 2. In this case, the UE is allowed to maintain 1 RAT specific configuration and logging for every RAT. A new configuration for RAT1 (say LTE) will only affect RAT1 and not RAT2 (say UMTS). Additionally, if the UE makes the transition RAT1->RAT2->RAT1 during an active campaign in RAT1, it is allowed to continue and finish the campaign when it switches back into RAT1 whenever that may be. 

Proposal 2: Maintain individual RAT specific configuration and logging 
3. Conclusion
We propose either of the two proposals to handle MDT configuration and logging during InterRAT.

Proposal 1: Always clear MDT related measurements when UE changes RAT
Proposal 2: Maintain individual RAT specific configuration and logging 
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
