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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for the LS (R2-103500/S2-103098) on support for Priority for terminating sessions for MPS.
The understanding from the Rel-8 discussions was that prioritisation of the UE terminating calls can be done on the network side by simply prioritising the paging messages.  This is also captured in TS 23.401:

NOTE 2:
The MME can restrict the number of responses to paging by not sending paging messages for a proportion of the events that initiate paging. As part of this process, the MME can provide preference for paging UEs with Emergency Bearer Services.

This paging prioritisation in combination with the RRC connection cause value “mt-access” allows the prioritisation of the mobile terminating UE access by eNB.  
Hence RAN2 assumes that this mechanism can also be applied for MPS and is sufficient to prioritise access in LTE also for a terminating user.  RAN2 would also like to point out that Access Class Barring does not apply for terminating calls and this makes it possible to prioritise LTE access for MPS terminating calls even for normal users.

However, for eNB to be able to prioritise which Paging messages to send over the air in case it is overloaded, an indication from MME to eNB or some other solution would be needed.  

Further, RAN2 would like to ask if it is also necessary to prioritise the subsequent access over UMTS/GERAN for CSFB when Release with re-direction option is used.  And if so, whether SA2 has discussed solutions for this.
2. Actions:

RAN2 kindly asks SA2 to:
1) To take note of the RAN2 response on prioritisation of MT calls and to provide feedback if it does not meet MPS requirements.
2) Provide feedback if prioritisation of the subsequent CSFB access (for RRC release with re-direction) over UMTS is necessary.
