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1 Background
When the CPC feature was introduced in 25.331 [1] it was specified in section 8.5.34 "Actions related to DTX_DRX_STATUS variable":
If variable DTX_DRX_STATUS is set to true and the serving HS-DSCH cell was changed as a result of the received message the UE shall instruct the physical layer to consider HS-SCCH orders were never received.
Concerning the L1 CPC status the serving Node B can command the UE to enable/disable the discontinuous uplink DPCCH transmission or discontinuous downlink reception by using a specific HS-SCCH- commands [2]. It is noted that the L1 HS-SCCH less status is also controlled by HS-SCCH orders.
When there is a serving cell change, the target cell is not aware of the L1 status of CPC on the source cell (e.g. if CPC has been disabled). Thus when there is a serving cell change, the L1 CPC status on the source cells is enabled by default.
2 Discussion
When CPC is configured and there is a reconfiguration (e.g. switch from 2 ms TTI to 10 ms TTI), but the serving cell is not changed, there is no reason not to retain the L1 CPC status. The procedure text in 25.331 does not specify that the physical layer is instructed to forget the HS-SCCH orders when the serving cell is not changed, i.e. therefore it should be assumed that the HS-SCCH orders still apply when the UE is reconfigured on the same serving cell. The "DTX-DRX timing information" in the reconfiguration on the same serving cell may specify "Continue" or "New timing". However in both cases the HS-SCCH order status is retained when serving cell is not changed.
