C: this field indicates the activation/deactivation status of the corresponding Scell as shown in Table 6.1.3.x-1 below. Each configured SCell is assigned one bit for its activation/deactivation, the position of the bit is directly related to the SCell index specified in [8]. The C field is set to “0” to indicate the corresponding SCell shall be deactivated. The C field is set to “1” to indicate the corresponding SCell shall be activated.
