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	If a physical layer synchronization procedure A is performed the currently applied "DTX-DRX timing configuration" could not be maintained as the timing has changed. 
A "physical layer synchronization procedure A" is normally performed within the hard handover procedure, however sub-clause 8.6.6.1 defined a method with which the procedure could be performed stand alone (i.e. without performing a hard handover), by configuring the Frequency info, which is already in use. 
The constrain that a "physical layer synchronization procedure A" would not allow the continuation of the currently applied "DTX-DRX timing configuration" is reflected as "UE behaviour is unspecified", for the hard handover, however the standalone "physical layer synchronization procedure A" variant is not covered.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	The "physical layer synchronization procedure A" is added as a separate case similar to the hard handover case, in which the UE behavior is unspecified, if the CHOICE "timing" is set to "Continue".
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	Impact analysis

Impacted functionality:

CPC. The change only impacts the corrected functionality.

Inter-operability:

1. If the network is implemented according to the CR and the UE is not then no problem could be identified. 

2. If the UE is implemented according to the CR and the network is not then there is the risk that the network would trigger a "physical layer synchronization procedure A" without applying a "New timing" DTX-DRX timing configuration.", which would lead to unspecified UE behaviour.
