1. The use of the terminology “cell selection”and “select a cell” is misleading in the case of redirection e.g. to GERAN as it imposes the use of the cell selection mechanism in GERAN which is not suited in this scenario e.g. cell selection implies a very specific measurement procedure (and related timing) which causes unnecessary delays (in the order of a few seconds). It should also be noted that this terminology is not used in the cases of redirection from UTRAN to GERAN (TS 25.331), and of redirection at call release in GERAN.Instead, the terminology “camp on a suitable cell is used”.
